GENERAL

The vacant Parkview Elementary School #019 is located at 4617 Mirabeau Avenue in New Orleans, LA. The school was originally
constructed in 1953-1954. The 1-story, 6-building campus total square footage is 32,244. It is understood that no building
renovations had been performed prior to assessment survey, as evidenced by various storm-related deficiencies observed. Based
on GIS query of the site against National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA) public flood maps, this facility campus
reportedly sustained an estimated six (6) feet of storm floodwater in the aftermath of Hurricane Katrina. There is evidence of
Katrina storm damage due to flooding, wind and/or wind driven rain at this site. The flood waters stabilized at this level for an
extended amount of time leading to imminent building failure.

SITE

Surface parking is available on site. There is sufficient parking capacity for the occupants where four (4) out of 40 are handicap
spaces and path to building entrances appears to comply with ADA requirements. Parking striping is in good condition.
Landscaping is mature, is in good condition and is irrigated. Drainage is generally adequate and is handled by area drains. Site
fencing perimeter is in good condition and appears to have been installed after the storm. Concrete sidewalks immediately adjacent
to the facility are in poor condition. There appears to be inadequate site lighting for vehicular and pedestrian night traffic. The water
supply is provided from the campus distribution system and is in fair condition. Fire water is not provided from a campus fire water
distribution system. The sanitary sewer system is provided from the utility/campus sanitary system and is in poor condition. Storm
water removal is provided by surface discharge only.

SUBSTRUCTURE
The campus buildings typically rest on slab-on-grade that is not showing signs of settlement or damage. The building does not
have a basement.

SHELL

The superstructure for the building is typically load bearing stud walls and vertical wood siding. Floor construction is slab-on-grade.
Roof construction is metal pan with lightweight fill. The exterior enclosure is comprised of brick veneer walls over studs. Exterior
windows are aluminum frame with operable lites. Exterior doors are solid core wood in solid core wood frames. Roofing is typically
low-slope with single-ply membrane roofing, is deteriorating and should be replaced, with evident leaks. Entrances comply with
ADA requirements.

INTERIORS

Interior construction partition wall types typically include drywall and brick veneer. Interior doors are generally hollow wood doors
with hollow wood frames. Interior fittings include chalk and tack boards, graphics, lockers, toilet accessories, shelving, handrails
and toilet partitions in poor condition. Toilet configurations and accessories are inadequate and do not comply with ADA
requirements. Interior graphics and/or signage are in adequate and do not comply with ADA requirements. The interior wall finishes
are typically plaster and generally in poor condition. Floor finishes in common areas are typically vinyl composition tile. Floor
finishes in assignable spaces are typically vinyl tile. Ceiling finishes in common areas are typically 2x2 suspended acoustical
panels and plaster that are in poor condition. Ceiling finishes in assignable areas are typically 2x2 and 2x4 suspended acoustical
panels that are in poor condition.

SERVICES
Conveying: The building does not include conveying equipment.

Plumbing: Fixtures are in poor condition. Domestic water distribution was copper and galvanized steel; it is in poor condition; and
most of the copper piping has been stolen. The sanitary waste system is cast iron, over 50 years old and in poor condition. The
rain water system is external with roof drains, scuppers, gutters and downspouts in poor condition.

HVAC: Heating is provided by a rooftop package unit for Bldg 1 and package wall hung DX heat pumps for classrooms. Cooling is
supplied by one (1) air-cooled chiller, rooftop package units, DX split systems, interior and exterior wall mounted heat pumps and
window units. The heating/cooling distribution system includes ductwork, 2-pipe systems using air handlers, fan coil units, fin type
radiators and unit heaters. Fresh air is supplied by infiltration. Ceiling and wall-mounted exhaust fans are installed in bathrooms,
but ventilation is inadequate. Controls and instrumentation are digital and analog, and are not centrally controlled by an energy
management system. All of the HVAC equipment was damaged by the Katrina storm.

Fire Protection: There are no buildings with a fire sprinkler system. Standpipes are not included within fire stairs. Fire extinguishers
and cabinets are not distributed near fire exits and corridors.
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Electrical: The electrical service was fed from pad-mounted transformers that delivered 277/480 volts, 3-phase, 4-wire power to
main panels. Other transformers provide 120-240 volts, 3-phase, 4-wire service. Power distribution wiring from branch panels is
typically copper, 4-wire grounded and is inadequate. Most of the branch and distribution wiring, raceways and panels have been
damaged and/or vandalized; it is in poor condition. Lighting and branch wiring is typically 3-wire grounded serving recessed,
surface-mounted and pendent-mounted fluorescent fixtures. lllumination is generally inadequate throughout the facility. Emergency
power is not available, but battery-powered emergency lighting was present in some locations. Exit signs appeared to be present at
most exit doors and were illuminated.

Communications and Security: The fire alarm system consists of audible/strobe annunciators and does not appear to comply with
ADA requirements. The system is activated by pull stations and/or smoke detectors and is not centrally monitored. The system
needs to be upgraded to comply with current code requirements. The telephone and data systems are separate and do not include
dedicated closets or cabinets that are adequately secured and cooled. The building has a public address (PA) system that is in
inadequate condition. The buildings do not include an internal security system that is actuated by contact, infrared, optical or a
combination of such devices and is not centrally monitored.

Other Electrical Systems: The buildings do not have an emergency generator, a dedicated grounding system or a lightning
protection system.
EQUIPMENT & FURNISHINGS

The building does not include fixed food service equipment. The food service equipment has been removed from the building. The
building does include fixed casework, window treatment and furnishings that are in poor condition.

SPECIAL CONSTRUCTION
The building does not include any special construction.

COSTING
The material list is based on typical constructions and RS Means cost estimating methods for the representative building type. Cost
Estimates are directly derived from RS Means Commercial Composite Cost Data.

The vacant Phillips High School #107 is located at 1200 Senate Street in New Orleans, LA. The campus includes two (2) buildings
(Main and Annex) for a total of 90,089 square feet of building space that was originally constructed in 1960. The Main Bldg is a 2-
story, 49,580 square foot classroom, administration and cafeteria building. The Annex Bldg is a 3-story, 40,508 square foot
building housing the gymnasium, auditorium, athletics and band/music facilities. It is understood that no building renovations had
been performed prior to assessment survey, as evidenced by various storm-related deficiencies observed. Based on GIS query of
the site against National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA) public flood maps, this facility campus reportedly
sustained an estimated seven (7) feet of storm floodwater in the aftermath of Hurricane Katrina. There is evidence of Katrina storm
damage due to flooding, wind and/or wind driven rain at this site. Much of the contents remain, but the school has been thoroughly
vandalized.

SITE

Surface parking is available on site and is in poor condition. There is sufficient parking capacity for the occupants where there are
no marked handicap parking spaces or a path to building entrances that complies with ADA requirements. Parking surface and
striping requires replacement. Landscaping is mature, has erosion, sinkholes, is in poor condition, and no irrigation was visible.
Drainage is generally adequate and is handled by surface area drains. Concrete sidewalks immediately adjacent to the facility are
in poor condition. There appears to be inadequate site lighting for vehicular and pedestrian night traffic. The water supply, fire
water, sanitary sewer and storm water removal is provided by city services and the condition is unknown.

SUBSTRUCTURE
The buildings typically rest on slab-on-grade that is not showing signs of settlement; however, there is significant erosion adjacent
to building structures. The buildings do not have sub-floors and do not show signs of settlement.

SHELL

The superstructure is concrete frame. Floor construction is metal pan with lightweight fill. Roof construction is metal pan with
lightweight fill. The exterior enclosure is comprised of walls of brick veneer over CMU for the Main Bldg and concrete panels and
CMU on the Annex Bldg. Exterior windows have steel frame with operable lites. Exterior doors for the Main Bldg are solid core
wood with wood frames; the exterior doors for the Annex Bldg are metal with hollow metal frames and solid core wood with hollow
metal frames at the entrances. Roofing for both buildings is low-slope built-up, is in poor condition and should be replaced. There
are ramps in the courtyard to the Main Bldg and a ramp to the 2nd story of the Annex Bldg; however, their compliance with ADA
requirements is unknown.

INTERIORS

Interior construction partition wall types typically include painted and glazed CMU. Interior doors are generally solid core with wood
frames for the Main Bldg and solid core wood with hollow metal frames for the Annex Bldg. Interior fittings include chalk and tack
boards, graphics, lockers, toilet accessories, shelving, handrails and toilet partitions in poor condition. Toilet configurations and
accessories are inadequate and do not comply with ADA requirements. Interior graphics and/or signage are inadequate and do not
comply with ADA requirements. Stair construction includes concrete risers and treads with concrete finishes. The interior wall
finishes are typically painted CMU in fair condition. Floor finishes in common areas are typically vinyl composition tile. Floor
finishes in assignable spaces are typically vinyl tile. Floor finishes in the Annex Bldg are: hardwood in the gymnasium, sealed
concrete, ceramic tile and vinyl composite tile in poor condition and requires replacement. Ceiling finishes in Main Bldg common
areas are 2x4 ACT and in the assignable areas 2x4 ACT and exposed deck. In the Annex Bldg the first floor has exposed deck and
2x4 ACT, the gymnasium has exposed deck and the auditorium has ACT, all in poor condition.

SERVICES
Conveying: The building does not include any conveying devices.

Plumbing: Fixtures are in poor condition. Domestic water distribution is copper and is in poor condition. Sanitary waste system is
cast iron and is in poor condition. The rain water system is external with gutters and downspouts.

HVAC: Heating for the Main Bldg is provided by two (2) gas-fired hot water boilers; cooling for the Main Bldg is supplied by two (2)
100-ton air cooled reciprocating chillers. The heating/cooling distribution is a 2-pipe system that supplies air handler and fan coil
units. Fresh air is supplied by infiltration and air handling units. Controls and instrumentation are electric and are locally controlled.
Additional cooling is provided in the cafeteria by commercial through-the-wall air conditioners. Heating for the Annex is provided by
two (2) gas-fired hot water boilers; cooling for the Annex is provided by a 100-ton air cooled reciprocating chiller. The
heating/cooling distribution is a 2-pipe system that supplies air handler and fan coil units. Fresh air is supplied by infiltration and air
handling units. Controls and instrumentation are electric and are locally controlled.

Fire Protection: The building has no fire sprinkler system.
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Electrical: The electrical service is fed from a pole-mounted transformer that delivers 480/277 volts, 3-phase AC power to the main
service entrance panel. Power distribution wiring from branch panels is typically copper, 4-wire grounded and is adequate. Lighting
and branch wiring is typically 3-wire grounded serving fluorescent light fixtures and receptacles. lllumination levels are not known
at this time. Emergency lighting is present; exit signs are present at exit doors and near stairways and are typically illuminated.

Communications and Security: The fire alarm system consists of audible/strobe annunciators in common spaces, balconies,
interior corridors, etc. and appears to comply with ADA requirements. The system is activated by pull stations and/or smoke
detectors and is centrally monitored. The telephone and data systems are separate and do not have dedicated closets or cabinets
that are adequately secured and cooled. The building does not have a public address (PA) system. The building includes an
internal security system that is actuated by contact or infrared sensor and the system is not centrally monitored.

Other Electrical Systems: The building does not have an emergency generator. The building does not have a dedicated grounding
system or a lightning protection system

EQUIPMENT & FURNISHINGS

The building includes fixed food service that was vandalized and requires complete replacement, auditorium, stage and gymnasium
equipment that is in poor condition. The buildings also include fixed casework that is in poor condition and multiple seating that is

in fair condition.

SPECIAL CONSTRUCTION
The building does not include special construction.

COSTING
The material list is based on typical constructions and RS Means cost estimating methods for the representative building type. Cost
Estimates are directly derived from RS Means Commercial Composite Cost Data.
