     On today, we are sending out our first TUESDAY FOLDER. Gregory Elementary 

School will send out Tuesday Folders that will contain essential school information, 

student checked schoolwork, school calendars, and other communications regarding 

school news and student progress. Parents can expect Tuesday Folders every Tuesday, 

and we need for parents to check the folders and send them pack on Wednesday 

mornings. 

 

     This Saturday, we are starting a Saturday detention that will be held from 8:00 a.m. 

until 11:00 p.m. After school detentions will be held on Mondays and Wednesdays from 

4:30-5:30 p.m. Students can be given a Saturday or after school detention if they commit 

certain disciplinary infractions. Parents must provide transportation for students that are 

given any of these detentions. Students that fail to serve Saturday detentions will not be 

allowed back in class until a mandatory parent conference is held. 

 

     Some students are coming to school with uniform infractions. Students with uniform 

infractions will be given after school or Saturday detentions and a notice to parents to 

alert them of the infraction. Some of the most common infractions include but are not 

limited to the following: 

• Students that do not have belts every day (black, khaki, or brown) 

• Students with the wrong color or type of shoes ( black or brown tennis only) 

• Girls with jewelry other than a watch and earrings smaller than a quarter. Girls 

with make-up and clothes that are much too small. Girls with small tight 

fitting jackets. 

• Boys and girls with hoodies. Hooded jackets are not allowed. 
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     Please be reminded that students are not permitted to bring cellular telephones or 

electronic devices of any kind on campus. These items will be collected, and parents will 

be permitted to pick them up at designated times. 

 

Classroom and campus visitation 

 

     Parents that would like to meet and talk with classroom teachers can make an 

appointment with the school’s front office personnel to meet teachers during their 

planning time. Parents or guardians are not permitted to go directly into buildings to 

meet with teachers during instructional time. The front office has an appointment binder 

with log sheets to document concerns that you would like administrators to address, or to 

request an appointment to meet with teachers during their ninety minute planning time 

each day. 

 

Identification Cards 

 

     On Thursday, a photographer will take I.D. card pictures at Gregory School for all 

students in the third through eighth grade. The price for the Identification cards is $6.00. 

that will include an identification card, lanyard, and a spare identification that we will 

keep on file in the school front office. We will maintain a database in case we have to 

generate a card in the future. Students will be required to wear their identification cards to 

keep them safe. Please send in the cost of the identification cards to your child’s 

homeroom teacher in a sealed envelope. 

 

Gregory T-Shirts 

     Gregory Gators have new T-shirts on the way! The new gator T-shirts will have our 

new logo, and also show our commitment to providing a stellar educational experience 

for all of our students. We are asking that all parents purchase The Gator shirts for every 

student. Gator shirts will be required for students attending field trips, and certain 

designated dress down Fridays. The cost of the shirts will be $12.00, but parents do not 

have to start sending in money yet. The expected arrival for the shirts is September 18,  
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2009. Teachers will begin collecting money for T-shirts on September 21, 2009. After 

one initial collection, parents can see Ms. Labat in the school front office to purchase a 

Gregory T-shirt. T-shirts will also be available for purchase at the Gregory open house 

scheduled for September 24, 2009.
